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CORVETTE ROAD TRIP 2010  

     
When twenty-one Corvette enthusiasts met on the morning of April 26, we knew we were about to embark on a great 

five-day road trip. With Doug and Mary Hanson as the tour leaders, we were certain the event would be  

perfectly organized with nothing left to chance (except the weather). The event was advertised to tour  

three National Parks and that we did. But also included in the itinerary were three national  

monuments, two canyons, one dam, and miles and miles of great Corvette roads.  

Following a brief driversô meeting, we were each given a hearty snack bag 

provided by Linda Jackson and ñThe Bookòða detailed daily itinerary with maps, directions and instructions. If you 

got lost or confused, you only needed to refer to ñThe Bookò for all the answers. Eleven beautiful Vettes ranging from 

1964 to 2009 headed north to Flagstaff. In addition to the Hansonôs, our pack included Sandi Daleiden and Tina 

Lorenger, Benny and Linda Ellis, Chuck and Carrie Green, Pete and Linda Jackson, Ed Newton, Doug and Bonny 

Payne, Barb Shaw, Shirley Fanello, Bob and Cindy Swan, Ed and Linda Van Scoy and Bill and Sandy Vendt.  

  

The Galaxy Diner, a Route 66 landmark, was our lunch stop in Flag. The Caravan moved on to the Grand Canyon 

National Park where we watched an introductory film about the canyon in the IMAX Theatre. We were then turned 

loose to explore the South Rim area until sundown when we all met at Lipan Point for a sunset viewing. It was a long 

first day, and we were ready to head to the lodge for Happy Hour hosted by Sandi and Tina. They hosted happy hour 

each night and put out a spread that usually ended up being dinner for most of us.  
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On day two we headed to Zion and Bryce National Parks in Utah, 

stopping at the historic Watchtower for a last look at the Grand Canyon. After a beautiful drive through Marble 

Canyon and the Vermillion Cliffs, we stopped for lunch at the Marble Canyon Lodge Restaurant. Along our route to 

Zion, we had a brief stop at a roadside stand to purchase Indian art and jewelryénever miss a chance for souvenirs! 

Next stop, the Zion Visitor Center to see the movie on Zion and then a tram ride for a short preview of the park, 

which we would explore the next day. Zion has beautiful, tall red rock cliffs sliced by the Virgin River and an 

amazing mile long tunnel carved through a mountain of solid stone. 

The Best Western East Zion Thunderbird Lodge was our home 

for the next two nights with Happy Hour, of course, with Sandi & Tina. In the hotel lobby we were greeted by a large 

Corvette Road Trip banner especially made by Director Doug. Nice touch!  

            Day three and the 

weather is still bright and sunny, but chilly and windy. We caravanned to Bryce Canyon National Park visitor Center 

for the obligatory introductory film and souvenir shopping. After an 18-mile drive to the end of Bryce  

Canyon, we were on our own for a couple of hours to work our way back down the canyon, stopping at the 

 many overlooks for photos and to enjoy the beauty. The rock spires, known as Hoodoos, were stunning, many still 

dusted with snow, which made for excellent pictures.  
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After a great buffet lunch and souvenir shopping, we enjoyed a spectacular drive through snow-banked meadows, 

frozen ponds and snow dusted mountainsésnow at the end of April! Kolob Canyons was next on the schedule for 

more photos with stunning red cliffs as a backdrop. Our return route took us back through Zion and on to our lodge 

for you guessed it, Happy Hour!  

As with previous days, at 8:00 a.m. sharp the Vettes were lined up and 

ready to roll. Day four promised to be another busy one, and the sun was shining. We drove to Glen Canyon 

Dam/Lake Powell for a tour of this amazing structure. Unfortunately, the elevators to the base of the dam were being 

serviced, so we didnôt get to go to the depths. But we did descend to the top of the dam and enjoyed an interesting 

tour. Security is tight there as you might imagine. We had to all go through security checks similar to airport checks 

and several folks ñbeepedò and had to be ñwanded.ò Ultimately, they decided we werenôt a threat to security and were 

all approved for the tour.  

We left the Dam and headed to Upper Antelope Canyon outside of Page, AZ 

for an awesome tour of Antelope Canyon. Leaving our Vettes in the parking lot, we boarded open-air jeeps for the 4-

mile ride through a sandy riverbed to the ñslotò canyon. It was now cold and windy with little white flakes falling 

from the sky, but they quickly disappeared. Water and wind have crafted incredible formations and curves in the soft 

sandstone canyon walls, so narrow in some places you can reach out and touch both sides. The Navajo guides did a 

great job of explaining the canyon history and pointing out amazing natural sculptures in the ¼ mile tour.  
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After all that walking, we were ready for lunch. We drove to the parking lot at Antelope Point Marina Restaurant and 

then rode trams down the very long dock to the floating restaurant. We enjoyed great views of the lake and yummy 

food, and we were ready for the last leg of the day ï Cameron Trading Post and Motel. The sky was getting darker as 

we pulled into the motel parking lot, and it started pouring down rain. We got checked in and met up in Doug and 

Maryôs suite for our final happy hour, viewing pictures from the trip on Benny and Lindaôs laptops. Cameron Trading 

Post is an enormous souvenir shop (Costco size) with every imaginable Native American/southwestern souvenir. The 

Lodge (circa 1940) is impressive, overlooking the Little Colorado River Gorge on one side and amazing secluded 

gardens on the other.  

 

Wupatki National Monument and Sunset Crater were our stops for Friday, our final day. The Indian ruins have been 

preserved and offer an interesting glimpse of life from the 1100ôs. This was a farming community in the shadow of 

the Sunset Crater volcano. Our self-guided tour revealed a snapshot of pueblo community housing, which also 

included a community room, a ball court and blowhole. A blowhole, we learned, is a crack in the earthôs crust 

connected to an underground passage. It breathes, and that day it was breathing warm air! 

 
Just down the road a few miles is Sunset Crater Volcano National Monument. You can no longer hike to the top of 

the cone-shaped crater, but the lava flow trails are well marked, demonstrating the powerful eruptions and destruction.  
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The Museum Club in Flagstaff, a Route 66 bar and restaurant was the last 

stop on the trip. We enjoyed lunch and watching the local old-timers participate in some off-track horse race betting. 

We hated to see this great trip end, but our group said their farewells and dispersed to make their own way back to the 

Valley or on to other places.  

This five-day road trip was quite exceptional. Doug Hanson deserves major kudos 

and a big, ñIôll drink to that!ò for his time, effort, organization, and patience! We hope Road Trip Three is on the
